2.  Early Bird Registration: By Closing on August 31, 2007.  

Register your club (minimum of 2 youth and 2 adults 18 years old or older) with all the above paperwork complete and 
in the Camp Fire Office by closing time on August 31. Dues are $25 per youth. Adults – no cost.   

  
Have all signed club registration forms, money, and other paperwork turned in by closing, August 31, and:  
☺ Each youth member registered by that date may purchase one Early Bird Emblem at $1.50 each plus tax.  
 

3.  Only the Early Bird catches the Worm  

Clubs that have earned either Early Bird emblem may purchase a worm emblem at $1.00 each plus tax at any point 
during the 2007-2008 school year when the following criteria are met:  

        Two new Camp Fire members are added to the club (not a member in ’06-’07)  
        Adopt a school (your own or another) and do the following:   
 • distribute recruitment flyers   AND 
 • help with a club organization meeting in the fall or winter  AND 
 • make posters or other advertisements to recruit new Camp Fire members
